TEACHERS STRIKE ACTION. The Teachers Union (NZEI) have set down Wednesday 
15 August as the proposed Strike day. At this stage, the time will be for the afternoon but 
that may change as the Unions negotiate with the government to either be extended to a 
whole day or cancelled. At this point, please be aware of the date and tentative need to 
possibly make other arrangements for your children.

The reason for the Strike is centred around improving teacher’s pay and conditions to 
attract and retain quality teachers. Another main factor in the negotiation is providing 
schools with the funding to help teachers to support children with learning needs.

Teachers have not taken industrial action of this magnitude since 1994 which is a clear 
indication of how serious this is being taken.

Whilst we are aware of the pressure that a half or full days strike can have on parents, it 
is our great concern that if the claims are not met that education will suffer greatly in the 
coming years.
